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Then Jesus declared, “l am the bread of life. Whoever comes to me will never
go hungry, and whoever believes in me will never be thirsty. But as | told you,
you have seen me and still you do not believe. All those the Father gives me will
come to me, and whoever comes to me | will never drive away. For | have come
down from heaven not to do my will but to do the will of him who sent me. And
this is the will of him who sent me, that | shall lose none of all those he has given
me, but raise them up at the last day. For my Father’s will is that everyone who
looks to the Son and believes in him shall have eternal life, and | will raise them
up at the last day.”







So then, just as you received Christ Jesus as Lord, continue to live your lives in
him, rooted and built up in him, strengthened in the faith as you were taught,
and overflowing with thankfulness.
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To this you were called, because Christ suffered for you, leaving you an
example, that you should follow in his steps. “He committed no sin, and no
deceit was found in his mouth.” When they hurled their insults at him, he did not
retaliate; when he suffered, he made no threats. Instead, he entrusted himself to
him who judges justly. “He himself bore our sins” in his body on the cross, so
that we might die to sins and live for righteousness; “by his wounds you have
been healed.” For “you were like sheep going astray,” but now you have
returned to the Shepherd and Overseer of your souls.
